Recruited into the U.S. Army by West 
Point graduate Colonel Lawrence 
Castner, they came from the banks of  
the mighty Alaskan rivers – mines bur-
ied deep in frozen mountains, native 
villages carved from the tundra, and 
the vast, unpredictable Bering Sea.

After the bombing of  Dutch Harbor 
following Pearl Harbor, they came will-
ingly–men known by names like ‘Bad 
Whiskey Red,’ ‘Doc,’ ‘The Aleut,’

Credon was the only 
Cutthroat to be killed, shot dead on the 
beach by a Japanese sniper.

In the Army, but not “of ” the Army, 
Kendrick was the best educated of  
the Cutthroats but nowhere near a 
soldier. Called “Doc” because of  his 
medical training, Kendrick was an 
intelligent, dedicated patriot who 
could skin a seal and play chess with 
equal skill.
